Boundary County Republican Central Committee Minutes

Meeting called to order at 6pm. Caleb gave invocation and pledge.

Roll call; Caleb, Olivia, Dave, Pat, Haley, Tom, Sandy present.

Tom motioned to approve April minutes, Pat 2nd. All in favor

Public comment will be made by Bobby Rains. Will let Bobby speak after elected officials report.

Treasurer report. $7,162.48 in account with 2 outstanding checks. Dave Wenk presented bills of $513.72. Tom motioned to pay Dave and approve report, Olivia 2nd.

Elected officials report: Wally stated bids for road oil are up from last year. $400 to $700/ton. Calcium for roads bid is out. Dan said R&B, ALTA, and ITD met to discuss improvements to schoolhouse road. The county bridge on deep creek was built in 30’s and will see weight restrictions coming soon. Last bid to replace bridge years ago was $10 million. Commissioners have approved new roof on jail for $94k. This will be first new roof on building. Jail is in need of repairs. Was built for 3 female inmates. Cabinet-yaak  grizzly population is rising 1.7%, meeting criteria. A population estimate for Canada bears will be in this fall. Montana and Idaho have requested USFW to delist Glacier Park grizzlies. Selkirk/Cabinet bears not included in this. A petition will be coming to include Selkirk/cabinet bears with Glacier bear units.
Sue Larson said reminders coming out for June taxes.

Primary candidates Adam Rorick, Spencer Hutchings, Travis Thompson and Ben Robertson introduced themselves.

Bobby Rains gave public comment.

Old Business;

Dave gave update for Lincoln Day Dinner. Still in need of desserts.

New Business;

May 19th will be cc reorganization meeting at 6pm Mugsy’s. We will have 7 delegates to choose also. State GOP convention is July 14-16th in Twin Falls. LD1 reorganization meeting will be may 23rd in Sandpoint. Caleb Davis read email from Scott Herndon apologizing for stating BCRCC endorsed him. It will be removed from campaign materials.
