Chairman Davis gave invocation and pledge

Minutes; Olivia motion to accept minutes, Dave 2nd.

Treasurer report: no changes/no report

Elected Officials; Commiss. Bertling adv. He is sitting member on the OSV plan. R&B needs another truck but bids are $40k more than last year. Commiss. Cossairt reported that road oil bids are coming in. There is a grant application for replacing myrtle creek bridge, move to east and widen. Some employees have left for better paying jobs. Dan Dinning spoke about Montana wanting to delist grizzly bear, will be difficult in Idaho. Commiss sent letter to Rep. Fulcher against NY senator wanting 23 million acres of wilderness, much of that would be in Boundary county. Landfill is open 6 days a week, closed Sundays. Commiss Dinning wanted to make clear that the county has not spent 1 cent of ARPA money. On march 21st, 2021 county got a check for $1.2 million, which is half allocated. They are not spending any money until legal inspects to make sure no strings attached. Probation adv that 55% of juveniles are female.
Jim Woodaward called in; Tax cut signed in law last Friday. One-time tax cut of $350 million. 12% back from your 2020 return. Income tax from 6.5% to 6%. Wasn’t that long ago it was 7.4%? Highest it has been was 8.4%. Taxing is a three-legged stool and hard to balance between property tax, income tax, and sales tax. Teacher health care bill to help, possibly lower M&O levy’s. There is $450 million for water/sewer/broadband projects in rural areas. Ex., was Mission creek water that has uranium. This grant project will be monitored by IDEQ, these are usually loans. Transportation bill for $200 million, 60% to ITD 40% to counties. $200 million for small bridges thru LPAC. More money in rainy day fund. There was parents rights bill that didn’t go thru, another version in the works. Parents rights are listed in title 32&33 of statutes. McArthur lake curve is being postponed until 2023. There has been a request for elementary music programs through out the state. Jim wanted to state there are no state mask mandates. The governor’s emergency powers allow for FEMA funds.

Sheriff Kramer says jail has 24 beds, 6 for females. They have had several mental inmates that have needed segregated. Drugs are most common arrest. Fentanyl is issue in county, no overdose deaths in county. Communications has been an issue in areas of county. Trunk repeaters being put in cars through a grant. They needed a new FCC channel that was held up because of Canada but that has been taken care of. National Sheriff’s Assoc. was zoom, no confidence vote in Homeland Security. BP is overwhelmed. Most (90%) fentanyl coming in country is through southern border.  Jail is in need repairs. 40-year-old building, roof leaks, plumbing issues with unavailable parts. Looking at long term plan, need to prepare for the worse.
