Ms. Ahrens said reason Steve lost was because of Mark M comments on social media. Ms. Moseley responded to Danielle’s assertion.
Treasurer report; Balance was $6,741.35/ Dues are owed to state GOP. One year is 1047.46 or two year 2094.92. Dave made motion to pay for 2 years, Danielle 2nd. Greg asked about what money was for, Dave commented. All voted aye to pay.
Challengers report; Fay Almond said she had bad experience in both the primary and general election. Glenda had rules for challengers that she thought were inconsistent with state rules. Fay was at fairgrounds for NBF.  Vice Chairman Pinkerton asked if a complaint was filed, Fay said no. Donna Wooten (sp??) was a watcher at Moyie, not a challenger, stated that there was an issue with machine, it wasn’t accepting ballots. Another machine was brought in. There was no challenger at Moyie. Ms. Wells commented that she has worked the polls and said she didn’t see anything out of order. 

Elected officials; Rep. Sage Dixon spoke. He was voted assistant majority leader. There was a 45-48% turnover in the house. Property tax, education are issues be worked on. Committee assignments are done. Rep Dixon said ideas need to be heard on floor. Rep Dixon is on revenue/tax, transportation committees. He is no longer on ethics committee since he is now in leadership. He is still on federalism committee.  There were several questions for Sage about ITD issues in our district. Sue Larson said first half of property taxes are due Dec. 20th.
Commissioner elect Ben Robertson said he attended an IAC meeting in Moscow. He said he has many people reaching out to him about county issues. 

Commissioner Cossairt addressed R&B issues. The bridge over RR tracks in Naples; cost to replace is $15-30 million. It is legal for 106k#. He stated that 1st snow event was a challenge, especially with many new employees. There are a few job openings in the county.
